Agenda Item

1. Minutes of the Last Meeting (17/3/05)
There were no amendments.

The minutes of the last meeting (17/3/05) were ratified.

2. Application for Associate Membership – Llion Dafydd
The UMCB President said that he had received an application for Associate Membership from a woman called Heledd Vaterlaws.  She works in the University in the School of Lifelong Learning.  She graduated from Bangor in 2000 and did a diploma here.  She would like Associate Membership so that she can attend Union events such as Clwb Cymru.

It was decided that Heledd Vaterlaws would be awarded Associate Membership.  The UMCB President was mandated to contact her regarding this.
3. Student Volunteering Bangor Executive Member – Claire Jardine
The Union Secretary said that she had had conversations with several students and the ex- and acting SVOs regarding the representation of SVB on the Executive.  Since the SVO was changed to a staff post there has been no representation on the Executive for the SVB.  She asked what the Executive thought of introducing a SVB post onto the Executive.

The Welfare Officer said that she was against it as SVB is a standing committee and if a position on the Executive were given to them then all the other standing committees would be asking for a position on the Executive as well.

The President pointed out that the SVB were not a group that would need representation on the Executive in the same way as the LGBT etc.

It was decided that an SVB post would not be incorporated into the Executive.

4. Ball Tickets – Alec McKenzie
The CCSO said that decisions had to be made as to who to give complimentary tickets to the Summer Ball to.  The Union has been allocated 300 complimentary tickets.  He added that these should be used as thank yous to students who had given an excellent contribution to the Union or its 
Resolution

Heledd Vaterlaws was granted Associate Membership.  The UMCB President was mandated to contact her regarding this.

It was decided that an SVB post would not be introduced onto the Executive.
It was decided that the Executive Officers would each prepare a list of people whom they thought deserved

associated clubs and societies.

The President pointed out that the Union didn’t have to use all 300 tickets and that only the people who deserved them should get tickets, as the profit the Ball makes is re-channelled into the Union.

The Union Secretary said that last year the incoming and outgoing Executives, as well as the Union staff were given two tickets each.  It was agreed that this should be done this year as well.

It was decided that the Executive Officers should each draw up a list of people who they thought deserved tickets and that this list would be discussed at the next meeting.

5. Pre-Ball Reception – Ann Parry
The General Manager asked whether the Executive wanted to hold a pre-ball reception again this year as the one held last year was a great success.  It was agreed that the reception should be held again.  The General Manager and Welfare Officer were mandated to look into a venue for the event.  The CCSO was mandated to prepare a budget for catering and drinks.

6. Jumble Sale – Llion Dafydd
The UMCB President said that he had been in contact with a student regarding arranging a jumble sale in the Union.  The student had suggested that the end of the month would be a good time to hold it.  It was agreed that this was a good idea.  It was pointed out that there may be a problem with electronic goods and furniture as they may not have the appropriate safety standards and that any students who had bought defective equipment might blame the Union.

It was agreed that books, clothes, etc. could be sold, but that electronic goods and furniture could not.  The UMCB President was mandated to liaise with the student regarding this and to set a date for the jumble sale.

7. Diversity Week – Matt Jarratt
The President reminded the Executive that Diversity Week starts on Saturday (17/4/05).  Posters detailing the events are being put up.  He asked for help with the posters.  The UMCB President, Mature Students’ Officer, LGBT Officer Elect, International Students’ Officer and CCSO Elect volunteered to help.
The President also asked for help with setting up the fair on Wednesday 20th April.  The UMCB President, CCSO and Welfare Officer volunteered to help.

8. AGM – Matt Jarratt
The President reminded the Executive that the AGM would be held on Tuesday 3rd May at 7:00pm in Time.  It was

The President reported that he had had request from a student to hold General Elections Hustings in Academi on Wednesday 27th April from 1:00pm.  The local MP candidates will be attending.  This was agreed upon.  The Union Secretary was mandated to write to the candidates to invite them.

10. Student Representation – Matt Jarratt
The President said that he had attended a meeting with the Academic Registrar regarding Course Representatives.  The document regarding this is still be being looked over and amended but the President will e-mail it to the Executive and the Executive Elect when it is ready.

11. Charity Sweepstakes – Matt Kelly
The Chairperson reported that the Acting SVO and the President would be cycling to Aberystwyth next week to raise money as part of Diversity Week.  The Chairperson and the Welfare Officer will be accompanying them in the support car.  The Chairperson said that the cyclists would be leaving at 7:00am and the car would be leaving at midday.  He suggested having a sweepstakes to raise money by asking people to guess how far the cyclists will have cycled by the time the support car catches up with them.  It was agreed that this was a good idea.
