Agenda Item

1. Minutes of the Last Meeting (24/2/05)

There were no amendments.

The minutes of the last meeting (24/2/05) were ratified.

2. Matters Arising

a. The Students’ Union team came third in the mock University Challenge held for Student Employment Week.
b. The CCSO reported that he had spoken to Undeb Trading Cyf. regarding the cloakroom.  As UTC are placing permanent racks in their cloakroom, the cloakroom used for Academi will now have all the portable racks.  However, new coat hangers will have to be purchased for them.  The CCSO reported that at present the hangers would cost around £400 for 400 hangers.  He added that he would be looking for a cheaper alternative and would keep the Executive updated.  He plans to use the proceeds from a week of cloakroom to pay for the new hangers.
It was asked whether it would be possible to move the cloakroom to a different room, as the present room it is in, the Director’s Office, is too small.  The Committee Room was ruled out, as it is important to keep that room in excellent condition for holding meetings in.  The SVB room used for Splodge was also ruled out due to childcare legislation.  The CCSO was mandated to look into the possible relocation of the cloakroom.

3. NUS Extra Card – Claire Jardine
The Union Secretary showed the Executive a Policy Motion she was planning to submit to Union Council regarding the proposed introduction of a paid for discount card by NUS known as the NUS Extra Card.  She added that she had invited the NUS Treasurer to give a presentation on the card.

The President gave the Executive some background on the card.  It was suggested that an e-mail be sent out to all students asking for their opinions on this card and that a question and answer session be arranged before Union Council so that students could ask question regarding this card.  This was agreed upon.
