271. Policy motion Coalition 2010 – President  
The President circulated a proposed policy motion to Council regarding campaigning against the removal of the cap on top-up fees. After some discussion, it was resolved to remove 3. of This Union Resolves and replace it with words to the effect of mandating the Executive to write to Coalition 2010 asking them to expand their mandate to include Welsh universities. It was also resolved to change 5. of This Union Notes to say ‘UK’ instead of ‘England’. A vote was taken on accepting the proposed policy motion with its amendments:

272. Childcare provision – Welfare Officer
The Welfare Officer updated the Executive on the situation. At the moment, the University has minuted that the Students' Union have agreed to match funds with them, and we are currently requesting an apology or that the minutes are corrected. A letter will be submitted to the relevant secretary and head of Board. The Welfare Officer informed the Executive that she is working on the wording of the policy with the Head of Student Services. It was noted that it is important to make sure we have the student view and their concerns are mirrored in the policy.

The CCSO reported that she had contacted the Bangor and Anglesey Mail regarding serious inaccuracies in their reporting of the Nursery issue. They have continued to call us the NUS rather than Bangor Students' Union. NUS have been contacted, and if they do not print a retraction, they will take the Bangor and Anglesey Mail to court.

273. Students with Disabilities – SWD Officer
The SWD Officer asked the Executive for ideas for getting SWD involved. Some ideas presented were submitting a motion to Council, starting a change campaign rather than an awareness campaign, campaigning about lecturers having to provide printed lecture notes for dyslexic students and using the student media available to advertise a message.
