111. Market Stall – UMCB President
The UMCB President informed the Executive that NUS Wales will be staging a demonstration in Cardiff on Tuesday 8th November. This will consist of a market stall where degrees will be ‘sold’. It was decided that two minibuses would be going, allowing 29 students (after Union attendees) to go. Three Sabbatical Officers (President, CCSO and Welfare Officer) and as many voluntary Executive members as possible to attend. The Campaigns Officer and the President were mandated to advertise the event to students. As the demonstration clashes with the next Students’ Union Council meeting, the Chairperson was mandated to find a new date for Council and let the CCSO know due to her having a number of societies re-requesting affiliation to the Students’ Union.
112. BWRPS – Curved Lounge – CCSO
The President of BWRPS brought to the Executive a concern about the facilities they use on a Sunday. The club has problems with the state of the Curved Lounge on a Sunday morning, after Time has been open on a Saturday night. Due to cost, Undeb Trading Cyf. do not employ cleaners on a Sunday; therefore the Curved Lounge is not often clean. BWRPS have raised concerns over several health and safety issues regarding this. The matter was brought to the Executive so a solution could be found. After much discussion, (during which the UMCB President clarified to the President of BWRPS that the Curved Lounge is the responsibility of Undeb (Trading) Cyf.). It was clarified that the decision the Executive was going to make was whether the Students’ Union would pay for cleaning or help BWRPS find another suitable venue. The CCSO summarised the issue, informing all present that the Students’ Union cannot afford to pay for cleaning costs on a Sunday, but the Curved Lounge is available to BWRPS on alternative days, which do not cause a problem for cleaning or catering. It was decided that BWRPS to decide whether they will accept the offer of alternative hours and also look into other possible venues. The President of BWRPS is to report back to the Executive at the next meeting. BWRPS and the Curved Lounge to be put on the agenda for the next Executive meeting.
113.  NUS Wales Winter Council Priority Ballot – UMCB President
