1. Matters Arsing
a. The CCSO reported that he had completed the Clubs and Societies Constitution, Elections Regulations and Postgraduate Officer and Committee constitutional and schedule amendments and would be presenting them at the next Union Council on 25th January.
2. Accounts – Alec McKenzie

The CCSO presented the Executive with the Students’ Union accounts for the year 2003/2004.

It was pointed out that the Nursery increased their spending by 600% from the previous year.  The CCSO explained that this was because a lot of equipment had been bought that year.

3. Printing Charges – Alec McKenzie

The CCSO said that due to the large amounts of photocopying the GM Steering committee do in order to provide what is basically an essential service – holding Union Council and General Meetings – he suggested that instead of charging the committee account for this photocopying, it would instead be charged to the general Union account which is used for costs of letter sending, etc.  

The CCSO added that the Union currently charges 5p a sheet for A4 copying.  It costs the Union just under 2p an A4 sheet and the University charges 4p.  He suggested looking at this charge and possibly reducing it to 4p.

The CCSO said that the costs of GM and Union photocopying would have to be reduced.  He suggested doing this by putting policy motions, etc. on overhead slides.
It was agreed that all of these points were good suggestions and that they should be implemented.
