1. Minutes of the Last Meeting (7/12/04)

2. Council for International Students

The International Students’ Officer has requested £150 to affiliate Bangor Students’ Union to the Council for International Students.  It was agreed that the money would be granted.

3. Y Ddraenen Grant – Llion Dafydd
The UMCB President reported that for the National Eisteddfod next year he is hoping to produce a full colour copy of the Union Welsh newspaper Y Ddraenen for those visiting Bangor for this event.  He said that he would be asking for in the region of £1500 for producing around 600 copies.

It was asked whether the UMCB President had looked into advertising and other avenues to bring down the cost of production.  The UMCB President replied that this was something he was looking into.

It was pointed out that the money given by the Union to its standing committees is for the use of the standing committee in the service of Bangor students, not the general public.  The UMCB President replied that he accepted this but thought that the publication of a special Y Ddraenen for Eisteddfod would promote Bangor SU in a positive light to Wales as a whole.

It was decided that the matter should be bought to the first Executive meeting after Christmas when the UMCB President could provide more accurate costs and suggested revenues for the publication.

4. Seren Proof Reading – Llion Dafydd
The UMCB President pointed out that in the most recent edition of Seren there were several spelling and grammatical errors that would usually have been edited out by the proofreader.  However, having spoken to several of the Seren editorial team, it appears that there is no official proofreader.  It was pointed out that this is the first edition to have been produced under the leadership of the new editor and as such there may have been mistakes that wont happen again when she has had the chance to get better acquainted with her new
