1. Minutes of the Last Meeting (9/11/04)

The minutes of the last meeting (9/11/04) were ratified.

2. Matters Arising

a. The President said that he had received no e-mails from any of the Executive wanting to go to the World AIDS Day Service discussed at the last meeting.  It was decided that the President would go with the members of the LGB who would be attending.  The President was mandated to book a minibus for this purpose and the LGB Officer was mandated to find a driver.
3. Council Representatives – Claire Jardine
The Union Secretary reported that she had e-mailed all the departments in the University asked when their next student representative meetings were and asking to attend to talk about Students’ Union Council.  She said that she had already attended the meetings at the School of Biological Sciences and the School of Music and that the President had attended the meeting at the School of Informatics but that there were two meetings coming up that she would be unable to attend and asked for volunteers to attend instead.  The UMCB President and the President volunteered to attend.

4. Cardiff Demonstration – Claire Jardine
The Union Secretary asked what was being arranged to publicise the Cardiff Demonstration against top up fees, which is being held on 2nd December.  The President replied that posters were currently being photocopied and that he would be asking for volunteers to help put them up this week.  Four coaches have been booked.  T-shirts and packed lunches are being organised and tickets will be sold from reception for £3 each.  The itinerary for the day will be as follows:

6:00am – Leave Bangor SU.

10:30am – Arrive in Cardiff.

11:30am – March starts.

2:00pm – Rally outside the Welsh Office.

3:00pm – Students free to go shopping, etc.

5:30pm – Leave Cardiff.

Resolution

The minutes of the last meeting (9/11/04) were ratified).

The President was mandated to book a minibus for the World AIDS Day Service.

The LGB Officer was mandated to find a driver for the minibus.

The UMCB President and the President will attend student representatives meetings at the School of Business and the School of Social Sciences to talk about SU Council.

A request for financial help towards the demonstration will be made to Undeb Management Cyf.

A stall will be held on Thursday 25th November in Main Arts to publicise the demonstration and sell tickets.
It was decided that a stall be held in Main Arts on the Thursday before (25/11/04) to promote the demonstration and sell tickets.  Some members of the Executive will also be going round halls of residence to publicise the demonstration.

It was also decided that a request for financial help be made to Undeb Management Cyf.

5. Students’ Union Building Signage – Matt Jarratt
The President bought up the issue of placing a sign on the Union building, as at present there is nothing to say what the building is.  This matter was discussed in previous years but due to cost had not been implemented.  The President was mandated to speak to the University regarding funding for signage on the building.

6. Quality Assurance Agency Assessment – Matt Jarratt
The President informed the Executive that there would be an assessment made of Bangor University in 2005 as opposed to the scheduled 2006.  As part of this the SU is entitled to submit a review independent of the University.  He said that employing a member of staff to carry out the research that would be needed had been considered.  It was questioned where the money required for this research would come from.  At present this is unknown.  The CCSO and AU President are attending a conference next week where this topic is being discussed.  It was decided that this would be discussed again when they had attended the conference.

7. Violence Against Women – Nicola Ferry
The Welfare Officer said that she had been contacted by a lady called Anita Myfanwy who is co-ordinating a day against violence against women in the home.  She said that Ms Myfanwy had asked for volunteers to put up ribbons for the day on 25th November.  The Women’s Officer was mandated to look into this and organise any volunteers or events.

8. Associate Membership Costs – Alec McKenzie
The CCSO said that he had done some research into an appropriate sum to charge associate members for membership of the Union.  He had come to the conclusion that a sum between £10 and £15 would be appropriate.  The Executive took a vote:

£10 – 4 for.

£12.50 – 6 for.

£15 – 0 for.

It was therefore decided that the cost for associate membership would be £12.50 for this year.  This will be reviewed every year in accordance with the Constitution.

9. Smoking Policy – Alec McKenzie
The CCSO reported that the University were considering implementing a smoking ban in all University buildings.  At present they haven’t reached a conclusion and will probably implement a policy in line with government legislation.  It was pointed out that the SU has had a no smoking policy for 18 months.  This doesn’t cover the bar areas.

10. Christian Union Event – Alec McKenzie
The President was mandated to speak to the University regarding funding for signage on the building.

The QAAA will be discussed again after the CCSO and AU President have attended a conference next week, where it will be discussed.

The Women’s Officer was mandated to look into this issue.

The cost of associate membership this year will be £12.50.  This will be reviewed every year.

The CCSO reported that he had had a request from the Christian Union to use the committee room on Thursday to give out food to International Students.  It was decided that the committee room was not to be used for this purpose and that the CCSO and International Students Officer would assist the Christian Union in finding another venue for the event.

11. Cloakroom – Sarah-Jane Taylor and Alec McKenzie
The AU President said that, due to unforeseen circumstances, she would be unable to do cloakroom tonight as she had said she would.  The Union Secretary volunteered to do cloakroom in her place.
