354. Wrexham Campus Investigation

A paper regarding the possible options for SU facilities based on the Wrexham campus had been submitted earlier this month (document attached) and at the latest informal Finance meeting it transpired that there is no funding available for the proposed audit in Wrexham costing approximately £12k.

The president asked if the group had any proposal to overcome this financial difficulty. The options presented were:

· Do nothing

· Recruit a voluntary exec with committee

· Have a Sabbatical visit Wrexham regularly

· Appeal to the University for Funding

· Ask Undeb Management for financial support

The Welfare officer reminded the group that whilst she appreciated the current finance difficulties, the Union was allocated specific money to provide services for nursing students and at present they were failing to do that.

A discussion followed regarding the proposed solutions and it was agreed that the situation would be reviewed once a complete budget had been finalised however at present it looked like a Sabbatical officer would continue to take full responsibility for the provision of facilities to the Wrexham campus.
