1. Minutes of the last meeting

2. Matters arising

i) SVB Schedule – agendum 248 (ii) [06/07]
The President reported that there was now a schedule ready to take to Council changing SVB’s status in the Students’ Union constitution.
ii) Postering policy – agendum 248 (ii) [06/07]

It was noted that the Postering Policy is now in place. Notices will be put up in the building to that effect.

iii) Give it a go – agendum 250 [06/07]

The CSO informed the Executive that the scheme was going ahead and that a handbook had been sent to the printers.
3. Reports

4. RAG
Following a brief discussion in reference to agendum 251 [06/07], it was resolved that the CSO write a motion on behalf of the Executive to be submitted to the first Council of the year proposing that that RAG activities be moved under the supervision of SVB. The CSO will circulate the motion to Executive Officers prior to submission.
5. SU Stall
The CSO requested the Executive come up with proposals for the Union stall at Serendipity, including what might be put on the stall and who could man it.

6. AOB
i) The President noted that there had been three resignations over the summer period: the Women’s Officer, Mature Students’ Officer and Independent Officer. There are now seven trustees and 11 Executive Officers altogether. The Chairperson asked what was happening with the vacant positions, it was reported that the Students’ Union would not be seeking new officers, but for people to operate as heads of the standing committees.

ii) The CSO reported that an arrangement had been made with Microtag Technologies to publicise their security tagging system and that they would be at Serendipity.

iii) It was noted that on 1st August the Union signatories changed, following the end of term of Gerallt Roberts and Emma Prout. Bethan Williams and Xanthe Larcombe are now signatories for 2007/8.
