Budget

The CSO presented the Students’ Union Budget for 2006/2007.  She highlighted her concerns that the Union will be in a £10,000 deficit for the year.  The Union needs an increase in the block grant it receives from the University.  A further increase is required from Undeb Trading Cyf, however at present the company cannot afford to do this. 
The President and UMCB President enter the meeting.

The Executive went on to discuss the budget in detail.  Following discussions it was resolved that:

The President reported that discussions are taking place with regard to getting alternative opening hours and more resources at exam times in the libraries at Bangor and Wrexham.
