Minutes of the last meeting/Matters arising

NUSW Winter Council
The President presented the motions document for NUS Wales Winter Council, giving an overview of each motion.

It was resolved not to take the document to Council, the President was mandated to arrange a meeting with delegates to discuss the motions.

Social Evening
The President reported that the Vice-Chancellor and his wife had invited the Executive to an informal social in the University Council Chambers and said that he would circulate the potential dates to officers.

Societies Update
The CSO informed the Executive that the Chess, Labour Students, Ecological and St. John Ambulance societies were currently disaffiliating or in discussions regarding disaffiliation.

Minibuses
The CSO reported that the Union had received two quotes for the repair work on the damaged minibus (CW54 FOD): £1273.40 from Gwynedd Bodyshop or £1328.61 from KJ Ford.

Societies/Clubs/Standing Committee Finances
The Welfare Officer raised the matter of financial procedures for standing committees and Executive Officers. It was noted that all standing committees should have full committees to make such decisions.
It was resolved that all standing committees give a brief financial report as part of their report to Council.

It was further resolved that all standing committee minutes be kept in a central file.
