On Wednesday I attended the SVB Steering Committee meeting. It was really good to see all the progress that has been made so far this year. Helen has settled in brilliantly and achieved a huge amount in less than a month, so congratulations to her.

I also met with the Law Society on Wednesday to discuss their finances. They ran a trip to The Hague recently which cost the society a huge amount of money as not enough members signed up for the trip, so we discussed how they would sort out their finances. They presented me with a breakdown of income and expenditure for the next few months; I have given them permission to go overdrawn temporarily as I’m quite satisfied the money be returned in a few weeks.

On Thursday I attended the Student Services/Students’ Union Task Group. Student Services presented a report on Welcome Week which included a discussion of the paper I had sent earlier in the week. No major problems arose, although a Welcome Week Survey which is proposed for the next few months may bring problems to light.

I also attended a meeting of the Elections Committee on Thursday where we discussed the timetable for the year as well as the poster campaign we are working on.

On Friday I prepared for and chaired the Executive Committee in Sam’s absence.

During the week I also tried to persuade Estates to give the acting societies better storage facilities for their props, organised our delegation for NUS Extraordinary Conference, worked on the SU newsletter and began preparations for Serendipity 2.
