This Union notes:
1. That there are 2,000 rooms available in halls of residence.

2. That halls fees increased by 5.8% last year.

3. That this Union was told that it was a one-off rise (above inflation).

4. That this increase was well above inflation.

5. That halls fees continue to rise this year above inflation.

This Union believes:
1. That students should not be expected to continue to incur another hall fees rise above the rate of inflation.

2. That the services that students receive from the Halls Office should be increased if the rise is to be carried out.

This Union resolves:
1. To mandate the Executive as a whole to campaign against the rise in hall fees.

2. To mandate the Executive to push for an increase in services from Halls Office (extra post opening hours, better laundrette opening hours, more wardens, etc).

3. To mandate the Welfare Officer to write to the Halls Office to explain the beliefs of this Union, and to copy this to the Executive and JCR heads.
