This Union Notes:

1. That variable tuition fees will come into being in England in 2006 and in Wales in 2007.

2. There is currently a £3,000 cap on the cost of tuition fees per year.

3. That in 2008 a review of the variable top-up fees system will be instigated.

4. This review could lead to the removal of the £3,000 cap in 2010.

5. There exists an organisation called Coalition 2010 which is an ‘united alliance of leading organisations within the education sector that are committed to keeping the £3,000 cap on top-up fees for full-time undergraduate students in England.’ 

6. NUS is a member of Coalition 2010.

This Union Believes:

1. That University Education is turning into a market place due to variable top-up fees.

2. ‘That any further lifting of the cap will cause an extension of the market in education and will leave the poorest at the most disadvantage.’

This Union Resolves:

1. To affiliate the University of Wales, Bangor Student’ Union (UWBSU) to Coalition 2010.

2. To campaign against the removal of the £3,000 cap.

3. To campaign against variable top-up fees in general.

4. To work with NUS Wales and NUS UK on this issue.

5. To mandate the Executive to write to Coalition 2010 to request that they expand their remit to include Wales.
