This Union resolves:

· To introduce an environmental policy to be added to the constitution as an appendix. 

· To put in place a system by which the policy and its effects can be monitored. 

· To have this system controlled by an executive officer. 

Amendment to Environmental policy motion (by Bangor University Liberal Democrats Society) (accepted by proposer)

This Union further resolves:

· To mandate the Executive to lobby the University to work towards a higher standard of environmental awareness than is currently the case, by focussing on four main issues:

1. Provision for cyclists (in terms of secure storage in Halls, for example);

2. Better training and raising of awareness for staff and students of the importance of recycling and minimising energy consumption;

3. At least partial switching of energy provision to companies who favour renewable sources;

4. Transparency and visible leadership on environmental issues, including regular sustainability audits, and at the very least an updated sustainability policy: the most recent is dated 2003:
