This Union notes:

1. That JP Hall is the only suitable theatre space in the University available to Students’ Union societies free of charge.

2. That groups external to the University are block-booking JP Hall at the expense of student groups.

3. That confirmed dates and venues are required when applying for performing rights.

4. That booking difficulties prejudice the legality of performances when applications for performing rights are delayed.

This Union believes:

1. That while the University will be investing £1 million in JP Hall in the next year, Students’ Union societies will not see the full benefit of this investment as long as the booking fiasco continues.

2. That the University should put the interests of its students above those of external groups.

This Union resolves:

1. To mandate the President and the CSO to lobby the Estates and Facilities Department to introduce a new booking system giving priority to student groups.
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
