This Union Notes:

1. That the University plans to change the management of the Botanical Garden.

2. Those plans will lead to loss of the current heated greenhouses and part of the collection at Treborth.

3. That the University intends to make the changes at the beginning of the next Academic year.

This Union Believes:

1. That the changes to the botanical garden will lead to a loss of the teaching laboratories and research space.

2. That loss of the heated greenhouses will have an adverse affect on many courses in the School of Agricultural and Forestry Sciences and the School of Biological Sciences.

3. That the University could consider other options in order to cover the costs of maintenance of Treborth.

This Union Resolves:

1. That the Students Union should campaign against the proposed changes to Treborth Botanical Garden and work with the University to find a better solution to the proposals.

2. To mandate the Communications and Societies officer to create and maintain a website providing information and updates on the situation with Treborth.

3. To mandate the Campaigns officer to lobby NUS for assistance in the campaign to keep Treborth.

4. To mandate Executive members to attend the lobby at Treborth Botanical Garden on June 8th at 7pm.
