The need to Lobby Members of Parliament and the Welsh Assembly

This Union Notes:

1. That politics and government policy affect all aspects of student life.

2. That the University of Wales, Bangor is in the Conway constituency and has both a Member of Parliament (MP) and Welsh Assembly Member (AM) who have voting rights respectively on decision making bodies.

3. That at present the Constitution makes no mention of a need to communicate with our political representatives.

This Union Believes:

1. That it is vital that as a Union we are heard within the political arena to ensure that policies developed and bills passed are tailored to meet the needs of our membership.

2. That the most practical way to communicate with our MP and AM is via regular written correspondence.

3. That it is the role of elected officers to help create policy both within the University and on a National platform.

This Union resolves:

1. To make it the responsibility of the SU President to ensure that either a MP or AM is lobbied at least once every 10 working days during the Academic year.

2. To have the SU President acquire exact details on the roles of the AM and MP, with regards to the devolution of powers, to ensure that appropriate matters are brought to the individuals attention.

3. To have the SU President and a body of interested students meet with both the AM and MP at the start at each academic year, to establish a working relationship.
