No to NUS Campaign
This Union notes:

1. That the Union has been charged £37,914 to affiliate to the National Union of Students (NUS) this year.
2. That using NUS Services Limited (NUSSL) to stock our venues provides approximately £8,000 of discounts to Undeb Trading annually.

3. That the £47,000 fee NUS originally charged us this year would have been sufficient to double the entire budget of UMCB, the Advice Centre and SVB, and to double the grants awarded to all societies and AU clubs.

4. That nobody from NUS NEC has visited Bangor so far this academic year.

5. That NUS constantly sends us monolingual promotional materials which are essentially unusable.

6. That other Students’ Unions are calling referenda to question whether or not they should remain affiliated to NUS.

7. That the Executive Committee, as trustees of UWBSU, are legally and morally committed to the financial wellbeing of the Union.
This Union believes:

1. In a national student movement.
2. That NUS no longer represents this student movement. 

3. That the money spent on affiliating to NUS could be better spent elsewhere.
4. That membership of the University’s purchasing consortium would provide discounts equal to the NUSSL discounts we currently receive, as well as providing scope for supporting local produce.
5. That Southampton University Students’ Union and others have thrived since disaffiliating from the National Union of Students.
6. That it is increasingly difficult to justify the huge cost of affiliating to NUS.
7. That Bangor students are the biggest priority for Bangor Students’ Union.
This Union resolves:

1. To mandate Executive Committee members not on the Elections Committee to run a ‘No to NUS’ campaign.
