Postgraduate Representation

This Union notes:

1. That only 5% of PhD students complete their degree within the allocated 3 year period.

2. That students in the ‘writing up period’ of their PhD are not usually registered by the University as students, and therefore the institution and the Union is not obliged to support the them.

This Union believes:

1. That postgraduate students are underrepresented by Unions in general.

2. That postgraduate students in their ‘writing up period’ wish to take part in Union activities and democratic processes.

3. That postgraduate students in their ‘writing up period’ wish to be recognised as students to benefit from Union representation.

This Union resolves:

1. To mandate the President to work with the National Postgraduate Committee General Secretary and NUS to lobby the University to recognise people in their ‘writing up’ period as students. 
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
