1. That the Union currently receives 1.47% of University tuition fee and other miscellaneous incomes.

2. That this is an arbitrary figure that hasn’t been changed for years.

3. That the Union has already made extensive cutbacks to save money and that staffing levels are at their lowest for a long time.

This Union believes;

1. That the Students’ Union is central to the UWB experience, and that many students are drawn to the university because of the excellent services the Union offers.

2. The Students’ Union should be sufficiently funded, and that this is in the best interests of all students at UWB.

This Union resolves;

1. To mandate the Union Executive to lobby the University Executive to make changes to the way the block grant is calculated and assessed.

2. To accept the attached document as a provisional budget pending contact with the University.
